What I plan to do:
(discuss with David before choice time how he might use ideas from discussions in play (planning, for example, how he might build a restaurant from a story in blocks)

(more modeling of how to use different uses kinds of print (e.g., grocery list, menu, etc.) in the areas (working more directly with David both 1-1 and in small group)

(engage David in role discussions when he is in the play areas

(think out loud more connecting stories to my life(encourage David to do the same 

(small group work on advanced phonological awareness 
(sight word recognition games + more interactive writing using our sight words 

What you can do:

(model using writing for everyday uses – (e.g., invite David to watch you make a grocery list or take down a phone message)

(invite David to make a list or write down a phone message with or for you

(play with David at home using roles (e.g., What will you be today David?  I will pretend to be your sister.)

(ask planning questions before play time or some other activity (e.g., What will you do?  How will you do it?  What will you need?)

(ask him comprehension and critical thinking questions when you read to him (e.g., what would you have done differently?  Or What do you think happens after the story is over or before it began?)

(encourage David to label his pictures with letters on his own; challenge him by having her think beyond the beginning sound
(you may want to get David or journal in which he can practice his words and draw + label pictures
